A Couple of Afterthoughts

1) On Monday, 8 December 1941, our Japanese yardman, "Yasu" appeared on foot, having walked up from Pauoa Valley
and through Papakolea to Tantalus Drive and then down to our house.  He just wanted to make sure we were all ok -
but there was more than a hint of embarrassed apology in his demeanor. He used to bring me doll displays for Girls'
Day (March 3). Mother had a vegetable garden (her "secret weapon")  where Grandma's used to be, and Yasu tended
it faithfully until he retired several years later.

2) In 1986, Jesse and | bought a house on Halekoa Drive (Wai'alae Nui Ridge, just above the second water tank)
around the corner from my brother John (Derby). | still live init. After we'd moved in, my father (who worked for
Bank of Hawaii for 38 years and remained on the board of directors for 10 years after he retired) remarked that
